Paul gives some instruction for slaves that is also applicable
for modern Christians who are “on the job” every day. Here’s what
he said:

“Whatever you do, do your work heartily

as for the Lord rather than for men; knowing
that from the Lord you will receive the
reward of the inheritance. It is the Lord
Christ whom you serve.” Colossians 3:23-24

Christians are servants of Christ, “twenty-four/seven.”
We were bought with the price of His blood and now belong to
Him. So, when we are out there in the world, on the job, we must
conduct ourselves in ways that are befitting our claim to be His
disciples.

Paul indicates that what will insure our honoring the Lord
with our work is simply to remember for whom we work.

That means we would not cheat
customers, use profanity, or say rude and demeaning things to those
with whom we deal.

This preparation also
includes how we conduct ourselves, “on the job.”
