Under such circumstances, when someone has blessed us unexpect-
edly, “thank you” comes easily. The most powerful expressions of grati-
tude, however, are those that must be uttered in circumstances where
we do not feel thankful yet.

Jesus — through the Apostle Paul — instructs us, “in everything give
thanks,” (1 Thess. 5:18). The writer of Hebrews urges Christians to “give
thanks to His name” constantly.

Hebrews 13:15

Through Him then, let us contin-
ually offer up a sacrifice of praise to
God, that is, the fruit of lips that

give thanks to His name.

That includes when we receive the medical diagnosis we feared.
That includes when our closest loved ones seem to be against us. That
includes when this month's expenses leave us short again.

How can we be thankful in such times? We do not need to be thank-
ful for the disease itself, for the enmity, or for the poverty. The Lord
does not love these things. But we are thankful for the ways the Lord
loves each of us. Our gratitude in such times comes in remembering
God’s past provisions for our well being spiritually, materially, and rela-
tionally. Remembering that “all these things” are granted to all who
“seek first the kingdom of God and his righteousness” (Matt 6:33), we
can say “thank you” to God at all times.
